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l. PURPCSE

The purpose of this release is to provide additional clarification of the
client characteristics for Protective Services for Adults (PSA) as set forth
in Section 457.1(b) of the Departnent's regul ations.

. BACKGROUND

The client characteristics for Protective Services for Adults (PSA) set
forth in Section 473 of the Social Services Law (SSL) have not changed since
1975 when the law was first enacted. These standards, which are the basis
for determining PSA eligibility, are explained in nore detail in Bulletin
194. Despite this, there continues to be varying interpretations of the
client characteristics anong the districts. This is especially true of the
characteristic concerning the availability of other persons or agencies to
provi de assistance to an inpaired adult who is otherw se eligible for PSA

To clarify the client characteristics for PSA,  Section 457.1(b) of the
Departnent's regul ati ons were revi sed effective Decenber 23, 1986. Thi s
release further clarifies the PSA client characteristics and the criteria
for PSAeligibility.

[11. PROGRAM | MPLI CATI ONS

The foll owi ng di scussion of the PSA client characteristics will clarify the
eligibility criteria for this service. This is expected to result in
improved eligibility determi nations by the districts and the achi evenent of
greater statewide conformty in the delivery of this increasingly inportant

servi ce. Al though this directive will affect PSA eligibility decisions in
sone districts, it will not require any district to change its
organi zational structure for the provision of PSA Al so, while we
anticipate that this directive will result in the opening of additional PSA

cases in sone districts, we do not foresee a mgjor fiscal inmpact since many
of these cases would have been opened or naintained under other adult
services categories. Therefore, this directive should assure that dependent
adults served by the districts receive an appropriate |evel of service.

Section 457.1(b) of the Departnent's regul ations defines PSA eligibility in
terns of the following Cient Characteristics:

Protective Services for Adults are provided to individuals 18 years of
age and ol der who, because of nental or physical inpairnents:

are unable to neet their essential needs for food, shel ter, clothing or
nedi cal care, secure entitlements due them or protect thensel ves from
physical or nental injury, neglect, nmaltreatnment or financial exploitation;

are in need of protection from actual or threatened harm negl ect or
hazardous conditions caused by the action or inaction of either thensel ves
or other individuals; and

have no one available who is willing and able to assist themresponsibly.
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Thi s nmeans that any person 18 years or ol der who neets all of these «client
characteristics is eligible for PSA. The follow ng discussion of the client
characteristics wll assist in enabling districts to achieve consistency in
nmaki ng appropriate PSA eligibility determ nations.

A.  PSA CLI ENT CHARACTERI STI C #1:

because of nental or physical inpairnent are unable to neet their essentia
needs for food, shelter, <clothing or nedical care, secure entitlenents due
them or protect thenselves from physical or nental injury, neglect,
nmal treat ment or financial exploitation.

The adult nust have a nental inpairment and/or a physical illness or
disability which renders him her unable to obtain services necessary for
his/her own care and protection. The di sabling condition may either be
temporary, intermttent or permanent. Conditions contributing to a client's
disability may include, but are not limted to: nental illness; nenta
retardation; developnmental disorders; Al zheiner's Disease and related
disorders primarily associated with the elderly; acute physical illness;

physi cal handi caps; and al coholism and other fornms of substance abuse.

There nust be a causal relationship between the adult's inmpairnment or
disability and his/her failure to obtain necessary assistance. For exanpl e,
an inpaired adult who is refusing all services would be inappropriate for
PSA if a determnation is nade by a qualified nental health professiona
that the adult is making a reasoned decision to refuse services, fully
appreciates any potentially harnful consequences of this chosen course of
action and the adult's reasons for refusing services have a sound basis in

reality. Conversely, if an adult is refusing or interfering with the
delivery of essential services, is not able to recognize the potentially
harnful consequences of his/her action or inaction, is unable to offer

reasons for his/her chosen course of action, or if the reasons given are
inconsistent wth the reality of the situation, PSA nust be provided on an
i nvoluntary basis as set forth in 88 ADM 23.

If an involuntary client cannot be convinced to accept services on a

vol untary basis, then the district nust pursue an appropriate |ega
intervention as set forth in Section 457.6 of the Departnent's regulations
or provide financial nmanagenent services, such as representative or

protective payee, as required by Sections 457.1(c)(9) and 457.5(c)(2) and
(3) of the Departnment's regul ations. Section 403.3(a) of the Departnent's
regul ations requires that adults be free to accept or reject services,
except when involuntary l|egal actions or other involuntary protective

interventions are pursued as part of a PSA services plan. Ther ef or e,
anytime a district pursues a legal intervention on behalf of a client as set
forth in Section 457.6, the case nust be opened as PSA Fi nanci a
nmanagenent services not requiring court aut hori zati on, such as
representative or protective payee, mmy be provided on a voluntary basis
under other adult services categories, including Preventive and Residentia
Pl acenent Services for Adults. However, financial nanagenent services

provided on an involuntary basis nust be provided under PSA.
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B. PSA CLI ENT CHARACTERI STI C #2

are in need of protection from actual or threatened harm neglect or
hazar dous conditions caused by the action or inaction of either thenselves
or other individuals.

Evidence of one or nore of the following risk factors nmust be present in
order to satisfy this characteristic:

a. Failure of an inmpaired adult to receive adequate food, clothing, shelter

or nedical care, or to obtain those entitlenents for which he/she is
eligible;
b. I ncidents of physical, ver bal , nental or sexual abuse against an

i mpai red adult by anot her person;

c. I ncidents involving exploitation, theft or otherw se inappropriate use
of an inpaired adult's funds, property, possessions or services by another
person or persons;

d. Incidents of suicidal or other Ilife threatening or self-endangering
behavi or s;
e. Presence of a threat to the physical safety or health of an inpaired

adult as a result of dangerous or unsanitary conditions in the adult's hone
or physical environnent;

f. Inability of an inpaired adult to nanage hi s/ her personal finances in a
manner that assures that his/her essential needs are net, or;

g. Failure of an inpaired adult to obtain assistance with essential daily
living activities which they are unable to performthensel ves.

The above condition(s) may either be a result of the adult's own actions or
i nactions or the actions or inactions of other persons.

C. PSA CLI ENT CHARACTERI STI C #3:

have no one available who is willing and able to assist themresponsibly.

This client characteristic is nbst subject to varying interpretations. There
are wide differences in the conmmtnent and capacity of fam |y nmenbers and
other involved individuals to neet the difficult demands of caring for
dependent adults. This issue is further conplicated by the fact that nobst
relatives are not legally responsible for the care of their inpaired adult
famly nmenbers. Furthernore, while other agencies have responsibilities for

neeting the needs of dependent adults, the responsibilities of these
agencies often have been unclear. These anbi guities have conpounded t he
probl em of determining an individual's eligibility for PSA In order to
clarify the preci se i ntent of this client characteristic, t he

responsibilities of relatives and other service delivery systens are
di scussed in detail bel ow.
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1. Relatives and Friends

Districts are encouraged to nmaxinize the involvenent of famly nenbers and

friends in the adult's plan of care. It nmust, however, be understood that
if these individuals are either unwilling or incapable of acting in the best
interest of the client in areliable and responsible manner, then they

cannot be considered as an avail able service resource. This is true even in
the case of spouses who are financially responsible for the care of their
husband or wife, but who may not be willing or capable of providing the
necessary care and services. Therefore, in situations in which relatives or
friends are involved in a client's care, the ability and intentions of each
person involved with the client nmust be carefully assessed and docunented in
the case record.

In cases in which other individuals are available to assist, the district's
decision to open or namintain the case as PSA nmust be based on the
caseworker's assessnment as to whether it can be reasonably assunmed that the
i nvol venent of others will assure that the inpaired adult's essential needs,
including financial nanagenent, will be net in a responsible nmanner for the

foreseeable future. If the assessnment indicates that it cannot be
reasonably assumed that famly nenbers and friends are willing and capabl e
of neeting a client's essential needs and protecting the client fromharm a
PSA case nmnust be opened or mmintained. As indicated above, financia

managenent services which are provided to involuntary clients nust be
provided as part of a PSA services plan.

2. Hospitals

a. Patients Who Are Being Discharged To The Conmunity.

State Health Departnment regulations (Title 10 NYCRR, Section 405.9(f))
require hospitals to devel op discharge plans for all patients in need of
post hospital care. Hospital discharge planning staff are required to
assist the patient in obtaining any services that wll be needed by the
patient upon discharge. The di scharge pl anni ng process nmust begin as soon
as is practical following a patient's adm ssion to a hospital. As stated in
these regul ations, the follow ng conditions nust be present before a patient
may be di schar ged:

the patient nust be deternmined by a physician to be nedically ready
for discharge;

the hospital nust ensure that the patient has a di scharge plan which
neets the patient's post hospital needs;

the hospital nust ensure that all necessary post hospital services
are in place or reasonably available to the patient; and

the patient will be discharged to a safe environnent.
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PSA nmay be an essential conponent of a plan of care to nmmintain a dependent
adult in the community upon di scharge froma hospital. Accordi ngly, PSA
staff should actively participate in the hospital discharge planning process
at the earliest possible tine for patients who wll require PSA services
upon discharge to the comunity. A PSA investigation shall be comenced

upon receipt of a referral involving a hospitalized adult if both of the
foll owi ng conditions are net:

o the hospital has provided information which l|eads the district to
conclude that the patient will return to the comunity upon di scharge and
not be placed in a residential care facility; and

o there is wevidence to indicate that the patient nmay be eligible for PSA
upon returning to the comunity.

There may be little tine between a hospital admission and clearance of a
patient for discharge. For this reason, it is inmportant for PSA staff to
pronptly respond to hospitals' referrals. To assure the appropriateness of
these referrals, districts have a right to receive all pertinent informtion
fromthe hospital regarding the patient's nedical, psychiatric and socia
condition with each PSA referral. If this information is not provided by
the hospital, the referral does not have to be accepted by the district
unless information has been provided by other sources to support the
referral . Once the necessary information is provided by the hospital to
support a PSA referral, it nust be responded to in accordance with Section
457.1(c)(2) of the Departnment's regul ations and 85 ADM 5. If the «client
remains hospitalized, the initial visit to the client nust be conducted in
the hospital. If the subsequent PSA assessnent determ nes that a
hospitalized adult will be eligible for PSA upon the patient's discharge to
the conmunity, a PSA case nust be opened.

The PSA assessnent of a hospitalized adult should be conducted in close
cooperation with hospital discharge planning staff. The PSA assessnent
should place special enphasis on the client's physical environment in the
community and the degree to which the client's support systems will be able
to neet the client's needs upon discharge. During the assessnment period,
PSA staff should initiate contacts with fam |y nenbers, friends and other
agencies known to the adult to determ ne what contribution that they are
willing and able to nmake to the client's care. It may be wuseful for PSA
staff to conduct an on-site assessnent of the client's living situation if
there are questions about its suitability and safety or if there are
i ndi cati ons of abusive or neglectful caregivers in the household. If no one
else is present in the client's hone, a hone assessnent may only be
conducted with the client's pernmission and in the presence of a famly
nmenber or other person who the client has given authority to enter the
prem ses.

Not hing above pertaining to PSA assessnents of adults in hospitals shal

dimnish the hospitals' primary responsibility for discharge planning set
forth in Section 405.9(f) of State Health Departnment Regul ations. Thi s
neans that hospitals are ultimately responsible for accessing all necessary
post hospital services, such as personal care and other hone health
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services, prior to the patient's discharge. A hospital nay not discharge a
patient until all necessary services are in place. Discharge to PSA, in the
absence of other necessary services, does not constitute an acceptable
di scharge pl an. PSA does not assunme prinary case nanagenent responsibility
until the patient is discharged fromthe hospital and has returned to the
conmuni ty.

In accordance with the aforenentioned regulation, hospitals also are

required to devel op discharge plans for energency room patients who require
post hospital services. Therefore, districts nust be prepared to respond to
referrals nmade by hospital staff on behalf of persons who are about to be
di scharged from energency roons and appear to be in need of PSA. As stated
above, districts have a right to receive all pertinent infornation on the
person's nedical, psychiatric and social condition with each PSA referral.
Once the necessary information is available to support a PSA referral, it
nust be responded to in accordance with Section 457.1(c)(2) of the
Departnment's regul ations and 85 ADM 5.

b. PSA dients Who Are Hospitalized.

If aclient who is currently in receipt of PSA in the comunity is
hospitalized and a decision is nmde to place the client in a certified

residential care facility, including a psychiatric facility or a
devel opmental center, the case nust be nmaintained as PSA until the client's
condition is stabilized and the placenent plan is in place. |If the district

decides to close the case and is acting as a representative payee, the
district nust notify the appropriate local Social Security Ofice, or other
appoi nting authority, that the client will enter a residential facility and

the district will no longer serve as the client's payee. If the district
was appointed as the client's conservator or conmttee, a PSA case nust be
mai ntai ned until the court relieves the district of this responsibility. |If

there is a plan for a hospitalized PSA client to return to the comunity,
the case nust be nmintai ned as PSA throughout the period of hospitalization
if the client does not otherwi se becone ineligible for PSA In these
situations, PSA nust be part of the plan to discharge the patient to the
conmuni ty.

c. Hospitalized PSA Cients Requiring an Involuntary Legal Intervention.

As indicated in subsections a and b above, PSA nust be involved in the
devel opment of conmunity di scharge plans for certain hospitalized adults.
If alegal intervention is required on behalf of a hospitalized adult who is
eligible for PSA as set forth above in subsections a and b and no other

source of legal assistance is available, the district nust pursue an
appropriate legal intervention as set forth in Section 457.6 of the
Departnent's regul ations. However, if a hospitalized PSA client who is

i ncapabl e of giving inforned consent requires energency or certain non-
energency nedical treatnent, it should be provided by the hospital under the
auspi ces of Sections 2504 and 2805-d of the Public Health Law. These
statutes give hospitals specific authority to provide energency and certain
non- energency nedical treatnent on behalf of patients unable to give
i nformed consent.
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Districts should al so be aware that hospitals have the authority to initiate
other legal interventions on behalf of patients, including petitioning a
court for a conservator or comittee. Therefore, iif a hospital pursues
| egal intervention which the district believes is in the best interest of a
PSA client, the district is expected to cooperate and provi de whatever

assi stance i s necessary.

d. Patient Decision Mking.

It is inportant to note that hospital patients have a right to self-
determnation in choosing a discharge plan. This nmeans that a patient who
is insisting on returning to a dangerous hone environnent upon discharge is
free do so unless it is determned that the patient lacks the capacity to
nmake and wunderstand decisions related to his or her care. Sone seriously
ill patients may sinply | eave the hospital against nedical advice.

These situations can create conplex and difficult problens for hospitals and
PSA prograns which require i medi ate and deci sive action. Therefore, if a
patient is choosing a course of action which will place himher at risk of
harm and there is any doubt about the patient's nental capacity, the
district should strongly encourage the hospital to obtain a psychiatric
evaluation prior to the individual's discharge. The psychiatric exam nation
shoul d focus specifically on the patient's present ability to nake care
rel at ed deci sions, nanely:

0 is the patient able to nake and express choi ces about hi s/ her decisions?
0 is the patient able to provide reasons for these choices?

0 do the patient's reasons for chosing this course of action have a basis
in fact and reality? and

0 is the patient able to understand and appreciate the potentially harnfu
consequences of his/her chosen course of action?

If a determination is nmade that a patient is not presently capable of nmaking

care related decisions and the patient wll be at risk of harm upon
di schar ge, the hospital nmust act to prevent or to delay the discharge in
accordance with applicable | aw and regul ation. For those patients who are

determ ned to have decision-nmaki ng capacity, the hospital has no choice but
to allow the patient to return to the conmunity.

e. Payment To Hospitals for the Provision of Energency Room and Board for
PSA Cients Once Their Medical Needs Have Been Met.

Situations may occur in which hospitalized PSA clients are nedically cleared
for discharge because their nedical needs have been net, but the client
woul d be at risk of serious harmif discharged to the comunity at that
time. The potential risk to the client nmay be the result of unsafe
conditions in the client's honme or due to the presence of abusive persons in
the household. In these circumstances, and after all medical reinbursenent
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for hospital care has been exhausted, districts may reinburse hospitals for

the cost of energency roomand board for a PSA client in accordance with
Section 457.1(c)(5) of the Departnent's regulations until a safe discharge

can be arranged. Under the enmergency room and board provision, districts
may pay for room and board in hospitals for a maxi rum 30 days and only as an
"integral and subordinate" part of a PSA plan. Districts are encouraged to

negotiate rates with hospitals for the cost of roomand board which do not
exceed the alternate care rate for persons who are awaiting placenent in a
nur si ng hone. During the period that the hospital is being paid under the
energency room and board provisions, the district nust take the necessary
actions, as part of a PSA plan, to assure a safe and habitable hone
envi ronment for the client.

Districts may also use the PSA energency room and board provisions to pay
for hospital adm ssions under the follow ng conditions:

0 the individual can no | onger be nmaintained in the community through the
provision of other supportive services, and other paynent sources such
as Medicaid or Medicare are not avail abl e;

0 the individual is determined to be eligible for PSAin accordance wth
Section 473 of +the Social Services Law, Section 457.1(b) of the
Departnent's regul ations and the provisions of this directive;

0 the care provided by the hospital nust be an integral but subordinate
part of a PSA services plan;

0 no other appropriate tenporary or pernanent placenment option exists at
the time of adm ssion;

0 the paynent rate for these admissions cannot exceed the Medicaid
alternate care rate; and

0 paynent for these hospital stays cannot exceed 30 days.

f. Health Departnent Gievance Resol uti on Mechani sns.

The State Health Departnent adnministers two prograns to which hospita

patients and their representatives can turn if they believe the patient is
bei ng prematurely or otherw se inappropriately di scharged. The Discharge
Review Programallows patients and their representatives to appeal and have
an i ndependent third party review their planned discharge. The State Health
Departnment also operates a statewide hospital conplaint investigation
program As indicated in Section IV.E of this directive, local district PSA

staff are required to utilize these prograns if, in their judgnent, a PSA
client who is incapable of naking decisions about his/her care, as discussed
above in subsection d, is being discharged inappropriately or prematurely,

or if needed services are not in place in the conmunity. These prograns are
di scussed in greater detail in Appendix A of this docunent.
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3. Conmunity Support Services (CSS) and Intensive Case Managenent (ICM
Reci pi ent s

Section 575.4(b) of the Ofice of Mntal Health's regulations defines
Conmuni ty Support Services (CSS) prograns as follows:

"those clinical, social, rehabilitative, related adm nistrative and other
nental health and support services which are provided within the comunity
and which enhance conmmunity living skills while preventing the unnecessary
hospitalization of the seriously and chronically nentally ill individual who
is determined to be eligible for such services...."

CSS providers are required to provide case managenent and an array of other
appropriate services to their «clients. The Ofice of Mental Health's
Intensive Case Managenment (ICM programis a Medicaid funded service which
is responsible for providing enhanced services to certain nentally il
adults with a history of frequent hospitalizations in order to maintain
these individuals in the community and out of psychiatric institutions as
| ong as possi bl e. As a general rule, CSS and ICM recipients are not
eligible for PSA because another agency, nanely the CSS or ICM provider, is
responsible for assuring the provision of case nmanagenent and other
apporpriate services which are necessary to neet the recipients' basic daily
needs.

Because of the responsibilities of these prograns, districts are not
required to provide financial nanagenent services to a CSS or | CMrecipient
unl ess:

o the district 1is providing financial mnmanagenent services to the client,
whi ch include acting as his/her representative payee, as part of a PSA
or other adult services plan at the tinme the client is determned to be
eligible for CSS or ICM in which case the district nmust continue to
provi de these services; or

o the district determnes that a CSS or ICMrecipient has other basic
needs which these providers cannot address, such as the need for |ega
intervention, and the recipient is otherwise eligible for PSA

Districts al so may provide financial nmanagenent services to other CSS and
ICM recipients wunder other Title XX adult services categories, including
Preventive and Residential Placenment Services for Adults. It is inportant
to note that these services can be provided only to eligible adults who
accept themon a voluntary basis.

Wth the exception of arranging for involuntary adm ssions to psychiatric
facilities pursuant to Article 9 of the Mental Hygiene Law, CSS and |CM
progranms are not required to pursue |egal interventions on behalf of their
reci pients, such as petitioning the court to obtain a conservator or a
conmittee. Consequently, if a CSS or ICMprogramis unable to | ocate anyone
el se to pursue an appropriate |egal intervention on behalf of one of their
clients, it is the responsibility of the district to assess the situation
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and, if determ ned necessary, pursue an appropriate legal intervention in
accordance wth section 457.6 of the Departnment's regulations. It is

expected that CSS and ICM staff will cooperate with, and provide pertinent
information to district staff to enable themto assess the situation and to
pursue appropriate |legal interventions when necessary on behalf of CSS and
ICMclients. Once a district determnes that it is appropriate to pursue a
| egal intervention on behalf of a CSS or ICMclient, a PSA case nust be
opened and services provided in accordance with Part 457 of the Departnent's
regul ati ons. However, if a CSS or ICMrecipient requires an involuntary
admi ssion to a psychiatric facility, the CSS or | CM provider should take the
appropriate steps to obtain an involuntary adm ssion in accordance with the
provisions of Article 9 of the Mental Hygi ene Law.

4. Persons Served by Qther Community Agencies

The legal responsibility of other community agencies for the care and
protection for individual clients is limted. As with famly nmenbers, the
district's decision to provide PSA to a person served by another agency nust
be based on a determination as to whether or not the involvenent of the
ot her agency(ies) assures that all of the essential needs of the adult,

including financial managenent, are net and that the client is protected
fromharm If the answer to this question is no, then PSA nust be
provi ded.

In many situations, community agencies will not serve involuntary clients.
Al t hough sone conmunity based agenci es nay be authorized to apply for, and

to provide various types of guardi anship services, such as conservator or
conmittee, and to provide financial managenent services, generally they are
not required to do so. If aclient who is being served by a comunity
agency is refusing services, the community agency, wth the assistance of
the district if necessary, should nmake all possible efforts to convince the

client to accept services on a voluntary basis. If the client continues to
refuse to accept services and requires an involuntary intervention, the
district nust be prepared to pursue an appropriate intervention in

accordance with Section 457.6 of the Departnment's regulations or apply to
act as a representative or protective payee as set forth in Sections
457.1(c)(9) and 457.5(c)(2) and (3) of the regul ations.

5. Recipients of Hone Care Services

Hone care recipients with decreased nental capacity who are without famly
or other supports are especially vulnerable to neglect, exploitation and
abuse. Because of the vulnerability of these clients, Section
505.14(a)(4)(ii) of the Departnment's regulations requires districts to
assune responsibility for the supervision and direction of Personal Care
Services recipients who are deternmined to be "incapable of self direction”
and who have no one else to assune responsibility for their care. Sel f
direction is defined as the capacity for "making choices about his/her
activities of daily living, wunderstanding the inpact of these choices and
assuning responsibility for the results of the choice".
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For non-self directing clients, as defined above, PSA nust assune prinmary
responsibility for assuring that their needs are net. Thi s standard nust
al so be used for adult recipients of: Title XX honmenmaker services and

housekeeper/ chore services, Certified Home Health Agency (CHHA) services
and Long Term Hone Health Care (LTHHC) progranms. For clients in need of
PSA who are receiving home care through the State Ofice for the Aging s
Expanded in Hone Services for the Elderly Program (El SEP), services should
be provided in accordance with 86 | NF-32.

PSA clients can becone stabilized once they are in receipt of Hone Care
Services as part of a PSA plan. In certain circunstances, PSA services may
no longer be needed and primary case nanagenent responsibility can be
assuned by the Hone Care Services program Under the follow ng conditions,
districts may transfer cases and prinmary case nmanagenent responsibility from
PSA to the appropriate Hone Care Program

(a.) Aself-directing PSA client agrees to accept the provision of necessary
hone care services in accordance with a care plan and is in receipt of
sufficient home care services to address any risk of serious harm which is
associated with the client's need for such services.

(b.) A non self-directing PSA client is in receipt of hone care on a
vol untary basis, has a responsible fanmly nmenber or other person who has
actively assuned responsibility for direction of the client's plan of care
and the client is in receipt of sufficient hone care services to address any
risk of serious harm which is associated with the client's need for such
servi ces.

(c.) Anon self-directing PSA client has another person or agency not under
contract to the district to provide PSA who has been appointed as the
client's conservator, conmittee or guardian and the client is in receipt of
sufficient hone care services to address any risk of serious harmwhich is
associated with the client's need for such services.

In the absence of the above conditions, PSA nust mmintain primary case
managenent responsibility for joint PSA-Hone Care Services cases.

6. Persons Residing in Long Term Residential Care Facilities Certified by
St ate Agenci es

Adult residents of long termresidential care facilities certified by State
agencies are generally not eligible for PSA Long term residential care
facilities are responsible for nmeeting the essential needs of their
residents and for providing a safe environnent in accordance with applicable
| aws and regul ati ons.

However, there are situations in which certain persons residing in long term
care facilities are eligible for PSA The specific situations in which
persons residing in long termresidential care facilities are eligible for
PSA are di scussed bel ow.
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a. Resi dents of Facilities Certified by the Departnent of Health (Skilled
Nursing Facilities and Health Related Facilities) and Residential Care
Prograns Certified by the Ofice of Mental Health (OVvH) and the Ofice of
Mental Retardation and Devel opnental Disabilities (OVRDD)

If aclient who is currently in receipt of PSAin the community is placed by
PSA into one of the above nentioned facilities, the case nust be naintained
as PSA until the client's situation has been stabilized. I f, in such a
case, the district is acting as a conservator, commttee, or guardian, the
district nust continue to act in this capacity until the court relieves the
district of this responsibility. Once the district is relieved of this
responsibility, the PSA case may be cl osed. If the district decides to
close the case and is acting as representative payee, the district nust
notify the | ocal Social Security Ofice, or other appointing authority, that

the district wll no longer act in this capacity and the PSA case may be
cl osed.

Cccasionally, residents of these facilities wll be discharged to the
community or wll return to the community agai nst nedi cal advice and be in
need of PSA. Wiere a district receives a PSA referral, as defined in
Section 457.1(c)(2) of the Departnent's regulations, from one of the
af orementioned facilities concerning a client who is about to be discharged
to the conmunity, a PSA assessnment must be conpleted in accordance with
Section 457.2(b) of these regul ations. If it is determined that the client
will be eligible for PSA upon discharge, a PSA case nust be opened. A
facility may not discharge a patient until all necessary services are in
place. Discharge to PSA, in the absence of other necessary services, does
not constitute an acceptabl e di scharge pl an. PSA does not assune prinmary
case nmmnagenent responsibility wuntil the patient is discharged fromthe

facility and has returned to the comunity.

There may be other situations in which a person in a facility certified by
another state agency is in need of services other than protective services
from a district. In these situations, services shall be provided under
Resi dential Placement Services for Adults as set forth in 89ADM 22

b. Persons Residing in Adult Care Facilities Certified by the Departnent,
with the exception of Fanily-type Hones for Adults and Shelters (Adul t
Hones, Residences for Adults and Enriched Housi ng Prograns).

Local districts have the sane responsibilities to provide PSA to persons who
are residing in adult honmes, residences for adults and enriched housing
programs as they do for persons in facilities certified by other state
agenci es as descri bed above in Subsection 6a. Another situation in which a
resi dent of one of the aforenentioned Adult Care Facilities could be in need
of PSA involves the closing of a facility. Al though Section 485.5(j) of the
Departnment's regulations requires operators of Adult Care Facilities to
submit a plan for the closure of their facility to the appropriate regiona
office of the Division of Adult Services and to assist the residents in
arranging for appropriate placenents, there are situations in which the

i nvol venrent of the district is necessary and appropriate. In these
situations it nmay be necessary for the local district, in conjunction wth
staff from the appropriate regional office of DAS, to assist in assessing
the needs of residents and arranging for appropriate placenents. |In npost of

t hese situations services would be provided by the districts under
Resi dential Placenment Services for Adults in accordance with 89 ADM 22.
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However, in sone situations a resident of a facility which is about to close
may refuse services and have a diminished capacity to nake deci si ons about
his/her care. In these situations, if there is no one else willing and able
to assist the resident in a responsible manner, PSA nust be provided,
including the use of appropriate |egal interventions as set forth in Section
457.6 of the Departnent's regul ations.

There may be other situations in which a person residing in one of the
af orenentioned adult care facilities may be in need of services froma
district. These services my be provided under Residential Placenent
services for Adults as set forth in 89 ADM 22. However, if a district is
provi ding financial nanagenent services to residents in these facilities,
these services must be provided under PSA if the client does not voluntarily
accept these services.

c. Persons Residing in Fam|ly-type Hones for Adults.

In accordance with the provisions of Section 460-c.7 SSL and Part 489 of the

Departnment's regul ations, local districts, wunder the supervision of the
Depart ment , are responsible for the inspection and supervision of Famly-
type Hones for Adults. CGeneral ly, the service needs of Family- type Hone

for Adults residents can be nmet under Residential Placenent Services for
Adults as set forth in 89ADM 22. However, there may be situations involving
Fam | y-type Hone residents which are beyond the scope and ability of the
operator to address. In these situations it may be necessary to provide PSA
to a Fam|y-type Hone resident.

Situations may occur in which a resident of a Family-type Home for Adults is
at risk of serious harmor his/her property is endangered and there is no
one available to assist the resident in a responsible manner. Specific
exanpl es nmay include residents who require nedical or psychiatric treatnent

or a higher level of care, or residents who are victins of abuse or
exploitation by famly nmenbers or others outside of the hone. In these
situations, if a resident refuses to accept services, including a placenent
in a nore appropriate |level of care, and exhibits a dininished capacity to
nake decisions regarding his/her own care, a PSA assessnent nust be
conpleted. |If the resident continues to refuse services or placenent and is

determined to be incapable of naking decisions on his/her own behal f, PSA
nmust pursue an appropriate legal intervention in accordance wth Section
457.6 of the Department's regulations even if the operator, fanily nenbers
or friends object to this course of action.

There may be other situations in which a Fani|ly-type Honme resident requires
financial nanagenent services which do not require a legal intervention,
such as representative and protective payee. Although a Fanily-type hone
operator may provide financial nanagenent services to a resident, the

district
